A Call for Support for Cellular Legislation
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Perkasie, PA -- Robert and Patricia Pena, parents of Morgan Lee Pena who was tragically killed as a result of an auto accident caused by a motorist whose attention was distracted while using a cellular phone, issue the following statement:

“We wish to express our absolute devastation over the senseless loss of our only child, Morgan Lee, who was the center of our lives. No family should ever experience this pain and emptiness.

Prior to this accident, we and the rest of the public, lacked a meaningful awareness of the danger of talking on a cell phone while driving. Since the horrific death of our daughter, we have discovered that the use of cellular phones by drivers has become a very substantial safety problem. Scholastic studies have indicated that the risk of accident quadruples when a cell phone is being used by a motorist, equivalent to driving with a blood-alcohol level at the legal limit.

We are committed to raising public awareness of this issue. We believe cell phones can be useful safety tools, but have found it to be simply too dangerous to talk while driving. We urge everyone to send a written letter to their state representative and state senator supporting legislative action restricting cellular phone usage by motorists operating a vehicle. We have already and will continue to provide input to our own representatives in Harrisburg to support meaningful legislative efforts aimed at this serious problem.”
